LAYTONSVILLE HISTORIC DISTRICT COMMISSION
 MEETING MINUTES
April 16, 2012

Roll Call:
The regular meeting of the Laytonsville Historic District Commission (HDC) was called to order by Chair Sheree Wenger at 7:34 p.m..  Commission Members Joann Howes, Charley Hendricks, Michele Shortley and Jill Ruspi and Alternate Lisa Simonetti were present. 
Attendance:   Guests Doug and Carole Boyland, and Brian and Brandon Galuska were present. 
Minutes:
The minutes from the meeting of March 19, 2012, were presented and approved.
Preliminary Statement by Chair:
The preliminary statement was not read.
Eagle Scout Project – Brandon Galuska:

Boy Scout Brandon Galuska of Troop 1323, 643 Brass Bucket Ct., Gaithersburg, presented additional information on his proposal for an Eagle Scout project. Brandon proposes to demolish the trash burner/barbeque behind the Town Hall and replace it with a fire pit.  Brandon stated that the demolition of the existing barbeque would be done safely and the debris would be removed and taken to a safe disposal site.  He presented photos of the current barbeque.  He proposed a fire pit 3-4 feet in diameter with a stone, concrete or castle rock apron surrounding it. It was suggested that Brandon figure out a way to secure the stone used in the apron to prevent it from moving or shifting. Brandon stated that if time permitted he would also install benches around the fire pit. Member Ruspi suggested that the fire pit should be as far away from the pavilion as possible while still allowing access around it. Member Ruspi made a motion that the following recommendation go to the Town Council. The recommendation is that the HDC accepts Brandon Galuska’s proposal to demolish the trash burner/barbeque behind the Town Hall and replace it with a fire pit; the castle rock is acceptable with color to be determined as stone is acquired; an edging is to be acquired to secure material in an outside circle; the fire pit is to be 3-4 feet in diameter; as time permits applicant may present ideas for benches either purchased or built; the site of the fire pit should be determined by the Town Council. Member Hendricks seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous. 
Boyland Electric; Inc. – Accessory Building:  
Discussion continued from the March meeting regarding Boyland Electric, Inc.’s desire to build an accessory building on the property at 21516 Laytonsville Road.  Mr. and Mrs. Boyland discussed their desire to add an accessory building to the back of their property for storage of equipment and 2 bays for trucks. The proposed size of the building would be 60 feet long by 30 feet wide and 24 feet tall. 
Chair Wenger stated that the Boylands should submit an application for the accessory building.  She stated that the Boylands needed to consider the necessity of an alternate septic site, which could impact placement of an additional building.
There was discussion about styles of accessory buildings that would fit with the character of the Town, while serving the function required by the Boyland’s business. Chair Wenger stated that she didn’t feel that a barn-like building fit with the flow of the surrounding area.  HDC members agreed that they liked the look of the accessory building at the Grey Goose on Olney-Laytonsville Road. Member Hendricks stated that due to the size of the building, an ordinary style causes it to become an eyesore. He felt a distinctive roof element would improve the look.  Mrs. Boyland stated they were looking for the HDC to determine the exterior look of the building.  Member Shortley was asked to develop a rendering.  HDC members were asked to look for images of desirable building styles and send them to Member Shortley.

There being no further business, Member Hendricks made the motion to adjourn the meeting which was seconded by Member Ruspi. Motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
