Roll Call:
The regular meeting of the Laytonsville Historic District Commission (HDC) was called to order by Chair Sheree Wenger at 7:38 p.m...  Commission Members Joann Howes, Charley Hendricks, Michele Shortley, Jill Ruspi and Alternate Lisa Simonetti were present.

Minutes:
The minutes from the meeting of April 16, 2012, were presented and approved as amended by Member Hendricks.
Preliminary Statement by Chair:
The preliminary statement was not read.


Boyland Electric; Inc. – Accessory Building:  
Discussion continued from the April meeting regarding Boyland Electric, Inc.’s desire to build an accessory building on the property at 21516 Laytonsville Road.  Chair Wenger stated that she had not received and answer regarding space for an alternative septic field. 

Member Shortley shared a rendering of an accessory building that she had created.  The rendering included clapboard siding and stone edging.  
Chair Wenger stated that she had contacted the Town’s Legal Counsel, Stan Abrams, and he stated that the HDC could establish the setbacks – 25 feet from the rear of the property and 20 feet from other residential properties.  Member Ruspi stated that excluding the septic system, the plat existed and setbacks were known.  The question is whether the amount of property left to place a building satisfies the Boyland’s needs. 
Chair Wenger asked the HDC member to take a copy of the plat, and see if they could come up with a building to fit in the remaining space.  Chair Wenger stated that she would get the measurements of what was currently on the property and send them to the HDC members.  Chair Wenger stated that the HDC policy stated that the building must be appropriate scope, size and scale for the property.


Chair Wenger stated that should would contact Robin Ziek, Historic Preservation Planner, with the City of Rockville to seek advice.
