
LAYTONSVILLE HISTORIC DISTRICT COMMISSION
 MEETING MINUTES
June 17, 2013

Roll Call:
The regular meeting of the Laytonsville Historic District Commission (HDC) was called to order by Chair Wenger at 7:39 p.m..  Commission Members Jill Ruspi and Charles Hendricks were present. Members Joann Howes and Michele Shortley and Alternate Lisa Simonetti were absent. 
Attendance:  Judith Schneider and two guests were present.
Minutes:
The minutes from the meeting of May 13, 2013 were not presented.
Preliminary Statement by Chair:
The preliminary statement was not read.
Old Business:  
Chair Wenger continued Hearing HDC #02-13.

Judith Schneider of 21601 Laytonsville Road appeared before the commission regarding the improvements she wants to make on her home.  She reported that she gone to see two historic homes in Brookeville which had Hardie Board installed.  One home on 200 Market Street in Brookeville has Hardie Board installed on the exterior and another home on 208 Market Street in Brookeville has Hardie Board installed only on the rear exterior of the home.
Ms. Schneider stated that she was invited by the owner of 208 Market Street to see the exterior of the house.  She questioned whether members of the commission would be interested in visiting the home and stated she would forward the owner’s phone number to the members of the commission.  

Mr. George King addressed the commission and spoke about the material being fire and water resistant and low maintenance.  Chair Wenger explained that the product is new to the commission.  Mr. King encouraged the commission to see homes in other communities.  
Chair Wenger reported that she was unable to speak with anyone or get information regarding the historic homes in the Brookeville Town Hall.  She stated that she would send an email to the Brookeville Town Clerk.

Member Hendricks stated that he would like to visit the houses in Brookeville because it is difficult for him to base his decision on only a swatch of material.

Member Ruspi also stated that she would like to visit the houses in Brookeville and that she appreciated all the research that Ms. Schneider had done.

Ms. Schneider was encouraged to contact Chair Wenger with any other information.

Member Hendricks made the motion to continue the hearing at the next meeting.   Member Ruspi seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
New Business:

The next Historic District Commission meeting was scheduled for July 8, 2013.  
The commission members discussed the secretary of the interior’s historic preservation guidelines, which call for the use during the renovation of historic structures of materials similar to those being replaced.

Adjournment:  There being no further business, Member Ruspi made the motion to adjourn the meeting, which was seconded by Member Hendricks. Motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
