It was noted that the Alcock lot, the J. B. Kline lot and parcel 508 should be added in the plan. In the Annexation section of the Municipal Growth element.  It was also suggest the the following wording be added, “The Town will pursue annexation to protect the culture of the Town.”
There was discussion about the “grandfather” provision referenced under the Sustainable Growth & Agricultural Preservation Act on page 31. Mayor Prats stated that he would check on this.

It was noted that the Environmental Resource map on page 39 was incomplete and would need to be verified by Macris, Hendricks and Glascock.
