Meeting minutes of Planning Commission
 October 25, 2012         

Chair Wenger called the meeting of the Planning Commission to order at 7:35 p.m. Members David Preusch, Pete Stadler, Tim Shortley, Brendan Deyo  and Secretary Charlene Dillingham were present.  Consultant Doug Lohmeyer and Stan Benning were also present.  
The meeting was called to order.  Member Tim Shortley was sworn in for another term.  

The minutes of the Planning Commission Meeting on May 2, 2012, were approved as submitted.   

Chair Wenger presented the invoice from Montgomery Consulting.  Member Stadler moved to approve the invoice.  Member Preusch seconded the motion.  Unanimously approved. 

Chair Wenger presented the rough draft of the Comprehensive Plan prepared by Mr. Lohmeyer. He stated that he hoped to submit a draft to the Town Council at the Nov. 6 Town Council meeting.  General comments included:
· Remove Willard Oland as Vice-Chair.

· Change Member Tim Shortley as alternate.

· Use parcel numbers in place of business names.

· Include all historic district parcel numbers in plan.

· Add table to document Residential Historic (RH), Commercial Historic (CH) and C-1 (Commercial) zoning areas. 

· Add annexation map.

Member Stadler asked that the J.B. Kline and Alcock lots south of town be added designating this area of town for commercial services or small businesses. 

Regarding specific pages, the following comments were made:

Page 26 – Describe commercial needs
Page 28 – Add analysis of needs describing needs and solution (i.e. Transportation needs – Walkable Communities)

Page 29 – Remove Buffington on area west of Town

Page 30 – Clarify acreage of commercial (20 acres), change ‘business area’ to ‘commercial’, change ‘adequate’ to ‘variety of’ services.
Page 31 – Member Preusch commented that the land use plan needs to be tied back into the municipal growth plan.

Member Shortley stated that perhaps there should be a conclusion for the water resources like in the roads and annexation section.  Information regarding the areas hooked to public water and those that do not have access to public water should be added. 

Member Deyo commented about the format of the document.  He asked if all sections should have sub-sections, should recommendation be carved out and highlighted, and should there be a conclusion to describe how all elements met current and future needs.  
Member Preusch asked that more be added to the municipal growth element, adding how existing and planned growth will meet town goals.  He also commented that perhaps the vision of the Historic Distric Commission be described in the document.  Additionally he felt that for each element, there needs to be an evaluation of current status, needs and proposed solutions. 
Member Stadler commented that the workforce housing information was important and should stay in the document. 

Commission members discussed the extent of information necessary to in the plan for initial submission to the State.  Chair Wenger reiterated the urgent need to get into compliance with 66.B.  Member Deyo commented that he wants something that is professional and reflects the effort that has been put forth. 

Chair Wenger requested that members send their comments to Mr. Lohmeyer.  Mr. Lohmeyer stated that after receiving the comments, he could estimate the effort it would take to address them.

Member Stadler made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:11 p.m.  Member Shortley seconded.  Unanimously approved.
