Town Council Meeting Minutes

Meeting minutes of Town Council on 1-8-13           

As reviewed, approved, and accepted by the Town Council on February 5, 2013
Mayor Prats called the regular meeting of the Town Council to order at 7:30 p.m. Council members Jim Ruspi, Josh Pomeroy, Charles Bradsher and Dave Preusch were present. The Clerk, Treasurer and Assistant Clerk were present. Eric and Sheree Wenger were also present. The minutes of the Town Council meeting on December 4, 2012 were approved as submitted.
Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer reviewed the Profit and Loss Report for the month of December 2012. Total income for the month of December was $4,273 with $2,255 coming from Misc Income, $1,630 coming from Real Property Taxes. Major expenses for December 2012 were $9,100 for Land Planning (Consulting), $6,207 for Payroll Expenses, $2,360 for Picnic Donation Distribution and $2,886 for Waste Collection. The General Net Income for the month of December was -$19,079. Looking at the Balance Sheet for the month of December, 2012 the fund balance for the general fund was $798,221; for the CIP account, the balance was $175,129, the F/A was $684,352. The total fund balance for the Town of Laytonsville for December 2012 was $1,657,702.
Council Member Pomeroy moved to approve the December Treasurer's report subject to audit. Council Member Bradsher seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.

Committee Reports:
Mayor Prats noted that Council Member Pomeroy conducted the Safety Inspection for this quarter. 
Mayor’s Updates and Reports:  

WSSC Update:  Mayor Prats stated that WSSC continues to make progress on the pumping station.
Town Hall Cleaning: The Town Hall will be cleaned by a Goshen Mennonite Church youth group on Saturday, January 19.

Trash/Recycling: Trash and Recycling materials will be picked up on Tuesday when Monday is a holiday. Council Member Ruspi asked if a list of the Monday holidays could be added at the end of the minutes. Residents should continue to sort recyclables.

Fire Department Fund Raiser: The Laytonsville Fire Department will host a breakfast to kick off their fund raiser on January 13, 2013.

Election Judges: Election Judges are needed for the upcoming election.  If anyone is interested they should contact the Town Hall.

Notification: Mayor Prats requested that he be notified one week prior to Town Council meetings if there are any items that Council Members want to add to the upcoming agenda.

Audit: Mayor Prats addressed audit questions that were submitted to him by Council Member Pomeroy.

Work Session:  There will not be a work session.
Open Issues: 
New Business:   
Mayor Prats distributed copies of the annual ground maintenance contract from Goshen Enterprises, Inc. to the council members. After review, Council Member Ruspi moved to accept the contract. Council Member Pomeroy seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.
Mayor Prats discussed maintenance of the swales on Brink Road and Rolling Ridge. Questions arose concerning whether residents should be responsible for maintaining the swales or should a landscaping company be contracted to do so.  Further discussion was laid upon the table until the next meeting without objection.
Mayor Prats received a proposal from Goshen Enterprises regarding ground maintenance of the Rolling Ridge Pond area. This proposal was based on the recommendations of Council Member Josh Pomeroy and Planning Commission Chair Eric Wenger. The proposal included first, the posting of signs around the pond area, second, maintenance of the walking path around the pond and third, maintenance of the reforestation area. Mayor Prats stated that item three of the proposal should be taken on as an expense. The item was approved without objection. Mayor Prats also asked that Council Member Pomeroy and Chair Wenger to continue to gather ideas concerning new parks because policies regarding park maintenance will need to be established in the future. 

Council:
It was noted that the sign at the entrance to the town on Rt. 108 was leaning. The sign company should be contacted for suggestions on how to take care of it.

 The dates for trash pick-up on Tuesdays following Monday holidays were added to the town website and will be added to the meeting minutes.

Mayor Prats received a letter from Pepco stating that a two month notice will be given before they begin any vegetation management.
Adjournment:  Council Member Preusch moved to adjourn at 9:05 pm. Council member Ruspi seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.
