Town Council Meeting Minutes

Meeting minutes of Town Council on 4-3-12           

As reviewed, approved, and accepted by the Town Council on May 1, 2012
Mayor Prats called the regular Town Council meeting to order at 7:45 p.m.  Council Members, Josh Pomeroy, Charles Bradsher, David Preusch and Jim Ruspi were present. The Clerk and Treasurer were present.  There were three citizens present. 

The minutes of the Town Council Meeting on March 6, 2012 were approved as submitted.  Council Member Preusch abstained from the vote. 
Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer reviewed the Profit and Loss Report for the month of March, 2012. Total income for the month was -$3,606 with $1,376 coming from personal property taxes and $1,390 coming from real property taxes.  Major expenses for March, 2012 were $1,615 for Land Planning, $3,986 for Payroll Expenses and $2,886 for Waste Collection, with total expenses being $9,555. The total General Fund net income for the month of March, 2012 was -$6,349.  Looking at the Balance Sheet for the month of March, 2012 the fund balance for the general fund is $708,347; for the CIP account, the balance is $177,407.  The total fund balance for the Town of Laytonsville for March 2012 is $1,391,251.
Council Member Pomeroy moved to approve the March treasurer’s report subject to audit. Council Member Preusch seconded the motion.  Unanimously approved.
Reports/Committees:

Discussion/Action Items:  

WSSC Update:  Re-paving has begun on Rt. 108 and will continue into Town.  WSSC provided opportunity for some additional residents to sign-up for water service.  The paperwork for those applicants is in process.  Construction on the water tower continues.  The contract for the pumping state had to be re-bid and expected to be awarded soon.  Mayor Prats re-emphasized that water service will not be available until the water tower and pumping station are in place.  Council Member Pomeroy commented that he noticed that individual sidewalk panels were being replaced.  Mayor Prats stated that he had been looking into applying some of the incoming speed camera revenues into additional sidewalk repair within the Town.  He noted that Delegate Zucker had also put in for State funding to get the Town sidewalks repaired.
Work Session:  There will not be a work session on 4/17/12.
Election: The election will be held on May 7, 2012.  Council Member Charles Bradsher and Council Member Jim Ruspi will be running for the 2 open Council positions.

Stadler Nurseries Sub-Division: The Planning Commission approved the Preliminary Plan of Sub-Division submitted by Natelli Communities on March 22.  The next step in the process is for the Town Council to approve or disapprove the site plan.  The site plan has not been submitted to date. 
By-Pass Scale & Scope Study:  The Council discussed the By-Pass Scale & Scope study and decided to research it further and discuss at the May meeting.

MML Conference – The MML conference will be held June 24-27 in Ocean City, MD.  Early registration for Council members is open.

New Business:
Budget Ordinance: Mayor Prats introduced the Budget Ordinance for the 2012-2013 budget. 

New Business:
Election Judges: Council Member Pomeroy moved to appoint Election Judges Frank Benn, Lea Cecere, Kevin Mook, Dottie Tessier, and Jill Ruspi. Council Member Bradsher seconded the motion. Unanimously approved. 
Council:  
Council Member Pomeroy commented that the Woodfield Road Phase 2 Expansion had gone back to design phase.  He also noted that the Gaithersburg Library reconstruction is in progress and expected to take 1 ½ years to complete.
