Town Council Meeting Minutes

Meeting minutes of Town Council on 4-9-13           

As reviewed, approved, and accepted by the Town Council on May 7, 2013
Mayor Prats called the regular meeting of the Town Council to order at 9:01 p.m. Council members Jim Ruspi, Josh Pomeroy, and Charles Bradsher were present. The Clerk, Treasurer and Assistant Clerk were present. Planning Commission Chair Eric Wenger, Planning Commission Members Pete Stadler and Paul Simonetti were also present and four residents attended. The minutes of the Town Council meeting on March 5, 2013 were approved as submitted.  The minutes from the work session on February 28, 2013 were approved subject to the correction of a misspelled name.
Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer reviewed the Profit and Loss Report for the month of March 2013. Total income for the month of March was $3,181 with $1,907 coming from Income Tax.   Major expenses for March 2013 were $2,350 for Consultant Expenses, $2,106 for Payroll Expenses, $2,463 for Land Planning, 3,130 for Grounds Maintenance and $2,886 for Waste Collection. The General Net Income for the month of March was     -15,713. Looking at the Balance Sheet for the month of March 2013, the fund balance for the general fund was $826,189, for the CIP account, the balance was $174,993 and the Fixed Assets was $684,352. The total fund balance for the Town of Laytonsville for March 2013 was $1,685,534.
Council Member Pomeroy moved to approve the March Treasurer's report subject to audit. Council Member Bradsher seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.

Committees and Reports:  

Mayor’s Update and Reports:  
WSSC Update:  Mayor Prats stated that the pumping station is a work in progress.
The Elections:  The candidates for the upcoming election on May 6 are as follows, Dan Prats for Mayor, Josh Pomeroy and David Preusch for council. 

Election Judges: Mayor Prats stated that Mrs. Jill Ruspi, Mr. Kevin Mook, Mrs. Leah Cecere and Mrs. Sheree Wenger had volunteered to be an election judges. Council 
Budget Hearing and LDVFD Site Plan Amendment Hearing:  Mayor Prats announced that the LDVFD Site Plan Amendment Hearing is scheduled for Tuesday, April 23 at 7:30 p.m.  The Budget Hearing will proceed the next Town Council Meeting on May 7. 
Trash/Recycling: Mayor Prats reported that there is a bulk trash pickup scheduled for April 29, 2013.

Town Maintenance: An estimate for $1,470 was received from Dustin Green of Green Builders. The estimate is for pressure washing, staining the front porch, step repair and repairing the shutters on the Town Hall.  Another estimate for roof repair will be forthcoming. Mayor Prats also stated that he is looking into other options and estimates for repairing the town sign because current estimates received were too high.
It was noted by Mayor Prats that the second quarter safety inspection will be conducted by Council Member Preusch.
Mayor Prats stated that he received a topographical map from Macris, Hendricks & Glasock, P.A.
 The swales in Rolling Ridge will continue to be evaluated to make sure that they are structurally sound.
An estimate for $1500 was received by Mayor Prats from C & L Tree Service for the grinding of stumps at Miller Park and at the Town Hall, (a total of 17 stumps).
Mayor Prats announced that the parade will take place on May 18 and an organizational meeting will be held on Wednesday, April 10 at the Town Hall.
Mayor Prats stated that an invitation for St. Bartholomew’s Bicentennial Banquet was received.  It is going to be held on April 21, 2013 at Brookville Farms, RSVP to St. Bartholomew Church by April 14, 2013.

The Town of Laytonsville is hosting the Maryland Municipal League (MML) monthly chapter meeting on Wednesday April 17 at 7 p.m.  A light dinner will be served at 6:30 p.m. with the meeting to follow.
The dates for the Maryland Municipal League conference are June 23 to June 26, 2013. 
Work Session: There was no work session scheduled. 
Old Business: 
Mr. Charles Tilford from the Greater Goshen Civic Association sent a letter to Mayor Prats thanking him for the opportunity to address the Council at the last Town Council meeting regarding the Mid County Corridor Study, (M83). He asked support from the Town of Laytonsville in taking a position against these proposed changes that have been drawn up by the county.  He felt the town would be impacted by these changes even though these proposed road changes would not go through the town. Council Member Pomeroy stated that he sent emails and got two responses supporting the existing plan. The Mayor and Council were in agreement to hold this issue over until the next meeting.
New Business:   
Member Pomeroy moved to approve the appointment of the election judges.  Council Member Bradsher seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.
Mayor Prats introduced that the ad valorem tax rate, the proposed budget and the resolution for compensation to employees.  These will be voted on after the budget hearing at the May meeting.
Residents: Mrs. Jill Ruspi noted that at the intersection of Brink and Wightman Road there are a lot of people crossing the road to use the park.  Her concern was for public safety should the mid county corridor come thru that area.
Mr. Charles Hendricks noted that the walk button on Rt. 108 had been damaged previously by a truck but the county had replaced it.  

Adjournment:  Council Member Pomeroy moved to adjourn at 9:52 pm. Council member Bradsher seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.
