Town Council Meeting Minutes

Meeting minutes of Town Council on 5-1-12           

As reviewed, approved, and accepted by the Town Council on June 5, 2012
Council Member Ruspi moved to close the record on the budget hearing of April 3, 2012.  Council Member Pomeroy seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.
Mayor Prats called the regular Town Council meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.  Council Members, Josh Pomeroy, Charles Bradsher, David Preusch and Jim Ruspi were present. The Clerk was present.  There were six citizens present. 
The minutes of the Town Council Meeting on April 3, 2012 were approved as submitted.  The minutes of the Budget Hearing of April 3, 2012 were approved as submitted.  
Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer reviewed the Profit and Loss Report for the month of April, 2012. Total income for the month was $35,181 with $31,696 coming from pedestrian safety and $1,549 coming from real property taxes.  Major expenses for April, 2012 were $1,520 for Legal Expenses, $2,032 for Municipal Functions and $2,886 for Waste Collection, and $3,800 for repairs on the Town Hall with total expenses being $14,313. The total General Fund net income for the month of April, 2012 was $21,628.  Looking at the Balance Sheet for the month of April, 2012 the fund balance for the general fund is $727,819; for the CIP account, the balance is $178,147.  The total fund balance for the Town of Laytonsville for April 2012 is $1,411,463.
Council Member Pomeroy moved to approve the April treasurer’s report subject to audit. Council Member Bradsher seconded the motion.  Unanimously approved.
Mayor’s Updates and Reports:  

WSSC Update:  Construction on the water tower continues.  The tank will have the town name on it and WSSC asked the Town’s opinion of the font to be used. Three fonts were presented to the Town Council.  Council Member Pomeroy moved to select the font labeled #3. Council Member Bradsher seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.
Work Session:  There will not be a work session on 5/15/12.
Election: The election will be held on May 7, 2012.  Council Member Charles Bradsher and Council Member Jim Ruspi will be running for the 2 open Council positions. 

Parade: The parade will be held on May 19 at 11:30 am.  A reception for the elected officials will be held at 10:00 am at the Town Hall.  

Route 108 & Muncaster Mill intersection: Mayor Prats stated that the design phase has been funded for another through lane and right turn lane at this intersection.  
Open Issues:
By-Pass Study:  Council Member Preusch stated that the total cost for the study by Macris, Hendricks and Glascock was $29,500. Phase I includes a survey and wetlands delineation at a cost of $9,000.  Council Member Ruspi moved to go ahead with Phase I of the by-pass scale and scope study on July 1.  Council Member Preusch seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.
Tax Rates:  Council Member Preusch made the motion to approve the ad valorem tax rates of $.30 on each $100 of assessed value of personal property and $.11 cents on each $100 of assessed value of real property. Council Member Ruspi seconded the motion.   Unanimously approved.

FY2012-2013 Budget: Council Member Pomeroy moved to pass Ordinance 01-12 adopting the Town budget for FY2012-2013.  Council Member Preusch seconded. Unanimously approved.

New Business:
Resolution for Compensation to Employees – Mayor Prats presented Resolution #R-02-12 which includes a 6% pay increase for all employees.  Council Member Pomeroy moved to approve the Resolution for Employee Compensation. Council Member Bradsher seconded the motion.  Unanimously approved.
Budget Adjustments for FY2011-2012 – Mayor Prats presented adjustments to the budget for FY11-12 to move funds to different categories. He stated that Consultants would increase by $15,000 for work to be done on the ComprehensivePlan. Decorations, mowing and municipal functions, and Town Hall maintenance would increase as well. Funds were obtained from leftover money in snow removal and payroll. Council Member Ruspi moved to approve the adjustments for the current fiscal year budget as enumerated. Council Member Pomeroy seconded. Unanimously approved.
Council:  
Council Member Ruspi commented that the sidewalk contractor replacing the sidewalk panels as part of the WSSC work was doing a great job.  He also noted that the recent bulk pick-up had gone very well and he appreciated that the Town provides this service.  
Residents Forum:

Mrs. Betty Capps and Mr. Les Capps of 21706 Mobley Farm Drive were present to express their concerns regarding parking issues at the bus stop at Sundown Road and 2nd Street. They asked that the police get involved.  Mrs. Helen Waesche of 21613 2nd Street stated that she appreciated the Mayor’s response to this issue and that she was looking for consideration and safety of the 2nd Street residents. Council Member Ruspi stated that the Town Council supports Mayor Prats in his handling of these types of situations.
Adjournment:
Council member Josh Pomeroy moved to adjourn at 9:23 pm. Council member Dave Preusch seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.
